From their very first day in France, international students must have
health insurance to cover medical expenses, hospitalization, surgery,
and repatriation (in addition, they must also have civil liability
insurance).

EU students: you will need to provide a copy of your European
Health Insurance Card (EHIC) in order to complete your online
registration
Non-EU students: You will need to arrange health insurance before
your arrival; however, if your stay in France is longer than 4 months,
you are entitled to join the French social security system
